 Essay Questions for In-Class Writing

Choose one and select three quotes to support your argument.   Bring the quotes to class on ____________!
1.  ‘“The “lord of the flies” is a translation of the Hebrew Ba’alzevuv (Beelzebub in Greek).  It has been suggested that this ...gave us this pungent and suggestive name for the Devil, a devil whose name suggests that he is devoted to decay, destruction, demoralization, hysteria and panic...” (Epstein 205)

Is the title of the novel appropriate?  First of all, examine the meaning of the of the title in your introduction.   Then, develop a strong thesis about if the title is appropriate and how it relates to the novel.  Next, find three examples from the book to support your thesis .  Be sure to relate each quotation back to the thesis and discuss its significance.  As always, essays should be written in the third person.
