Wild Card Project Ideas
Photographs.  Create an attractive and neat book of at least 10 photographs, with labels that relate to the novel.

Drawings.  Create an attractive and neat book of at least 5 careful and artistic drawings, with labels that relate to the novel.

Paintings.   Create an attractive and neat collection of at least 3 carefully designed artistic paintings.  Write a one page explanation of how your painting relates to the novel.
Scrapbook.  Create an attractive and neat scrapbook with at least 10 pages of artifacts and photographs that resemble the world in the novel.  Incorporate captions too.
People Magazine.  Create a magazine inspired by the novel.  Magazines should be at least 5 pages.  They need 3 articles that discuss the novel in some way, and two advertisements.

Collage.  Create  an intricate poster board sized collage, and type  a one page double spaced paper exploring how the collage represents the text.
Music.  Create a CD with 5 songs that relate to the novel.  Write a 7 paragraph essay, including an introductory paragraph; 5 paragraphs that explain each song and how it relates to the text, and a concluding paragraph.

Music.  Create a CD of 3 songs that you write that relate to the novel

Models.  Build an attractive and professional looking model of something important in the book.  You should not use shoeboxes or toys for  this; you want it to look extremely well crafted.

Games.  Create a great game that reviews all of the key issues in the novel.  Create an attractive board, design thoughtful questions, and be sure the whole thing looks professional.

Movies.  Create a movie illustrating a scene from the novel.  Films should use costumes, props, impressive acting, and familiarity with lines.  Movies should be at least 5 minutes long, and well edited.

Talk Show.  Create a scene illustrating how one of the characters would interact with a talk show host.  Scripts should be 2 pages, double spaced and typed.   Scenes should use costumes, props, impressive acting, and familiarity with lines.
